Amy called the meeting to order at 6:08 pm.

1.  Approval of Minutes:  Lindsey made a motion to approve the minutes from the July planning meeting, Amy seconded the motion and all voted in favor.

2.  Principal’s Remarks:  

· Mr. Tucker reported that the received positive feedback from the new teacher orientation and asked about restrictions on PTA reimbursement.  Amy informed him that anything bought for educational purposes would qualify for reimbursements; things like refrigerators and candy do not.

4.  Playground Update (Amy):  Slide is here and we are waiting on Playworld to schedule the final install, remaining border and mulch.

5.  Free to School Update (Amy for Joanna):  

· First Boxtop Collection will be September 6th
· Please continue to collect Coke Points.

6.  Fall Festival (Amy for Joanna):

· October 18th, 6:00-7:30
· Amy submitted a request for Kohl’s Care Volunteers (if 5 volunteer we get $500; if 10 volunteer we get $1000).
· Also working to get 20 Jack Britt volunteers
· 14 games and activities to include face painting and gaga ball
· Amy passed out a signup sheet for the committee which will meet separate from the planning meetings 
· Someone wondered if PTA volunteers would be needed if we get Kohls and JB volunteers; Answer was yes, because those volunteers cannot handle money
· Joanna is considering holding a sensory sensitive version from 4:30-5:30 which the doors open to everyone else beginning at 6pm.
· Flyer is in the works.

7.  Treasurer Report (Shivani)

· Shivani reported that we’ve added $1.1K and spent $2K on spirit sticks, bank fees and NCPTA Dues since June 21st (there are still a few outstanding checks).
· Admin forms have been updated (Record of Monies, Reimbursement Forms and Check Allocation); All can be emailed and she asked everyone to plan on a 5-7 day turnaround for all requests.
· Petty Cash Form was also updated and must be requested 3 days in advance.

8.  Fundraising (Kim)

· Teacher ballot suggestions:  overwhelming suggesting from teachers was technology; Kim is going to ask them to fill out a ballot with more specifics (i.e. upgrade computer lab, more Chromebooks, etc.)
· Mariana needs a MICROPHONE!
· Refillable water station - $500-$1500 per unit; Kim is going to work with Mrs. Brown to see what is better for us and what is more feasible; there are grants 
· Fundraising letter available to distribute; Kim asked if anyone frequents a business to let her know she could provide them with sponsorship information
· There was a brief discussion the pros and cons of specific school designations (i.e. fit school, green school, etc.).  Mr. Tucker believes we are already designated a green school.  Someone will need ot look in to this and determine what the benefits are.

9.  Spirit Wear Update:

· It’s in!
· Cost for shirts is $15 ($10 profit for blue, $5 profit for red tie dye)
· Magnets are also in.  Original plan was to sell for $5 but the group reconsidered based on size.  Someone recommended $3 and the group voted in favor.  Cost of each is $1.68 so profit is $1.32.
· Discussed winter wear briefly.  We plan to offer a hoodie, crew sweatshirt, long sleeve shirt and a zip up.  Andrea said she would try to have order forms for meet & greet but there’s not need to rush it so we may wait.

10.  Spirit Sticks:  The group voted to sell Teacher Spirit Sticks for $.75 (Cost is $.60 so profit is $.15)

11.  Teacher Orientation/Teacher Luncheon/Coffee and Copies

· August 20th
· Sign up for the luncheon is out…please share!
· Last push got a lot of volunteers but there are still a few things that need to be covered.  We should could come in well below $100 spent (bought some decorations, going to buy a brownie tray)
· The plan is to sell Spirit Wear, Spirit Sticks and Memberships in the media center immediately following the PTA talk at 1000.  
· Write Stuff is already sorted and will be delivered on Tuesday at 0900.
· Need a location for Coffee and Copies; Mr. Tucker stated he could put tables in the music room.
